B.A.Hons./B.Sc.Hons.(I to IV Semester)

      a)

Compulsory Subjects:

A  student admitted to B.A.Hons./B.Sc.Hons. in Mathematics will study in Semester I to IV all the compulsory subjects which a student of B.A.(General)/B.Sc.(General) studies in Semester I to IV.  For these subjects, the number of Papers, syllabi, marks and duration etc. will remain the same as in the case of B.A.(General)/ B.Sc.(General) (I to IV  Semester).

b) Elective Subjects:

For  B.A.Hons.
A student admitted to B.A.Hons.(Mathematics) will opt Mathematics as Elective subject compulsorily.  For the subject of Mathematics, the number of Papers, syllabi, marks, duration etc. will the same as in the case of B.A.(General).

The other Elective subject(s) will be chosen out of the list of the Elective subjects available for the students of B.A.(General) (I to IV Semester) as per the scheme of the University.  For these subjects, the number of Papers, syllabi, marks & duration etc. will be the same as in the case of the B.A.(General).

For B.Sc.Hons.

A student admitted to B.Sc.Hons. will study Mathematics as compulsory subject in Semester I to IV.  For the subject of Mathematics, the number of papers, syllabi, marks, duration etc. will be the same as in the case of B.Sc.(General).

The other two Elective subjects will be chosen out of the following subjects(taken out of the Elective subjects for B.Sc.(General).

For each of these subjects, the number of papers, syllabi, marks, duration etc. will be the same as in the case of B.Sc.(General)(both for theory & practical).
